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PURPOSE

The Onondaga County Industrial Development Agency (the Agency / OCIDA) is a public
benefit corporation of the State of New York created in 1970 pursuant to Article 18-A of the
General Municipal Law. Industrial Development Agencies are authorized to advance the job
opportunities, health, general prosperity and economic welfare of the people of the State of New
York and improve their recreation opportunities, prosperity and standard of living. Agencies
promote, develop, encourage, and assist in the acquiring, construction, reconstruction,
improving, maintaining, equipping and furnishing of industrial, manufacturing, warehousing,
commercial, research, recreational, education, cultural, railroad, and horse racing facilities as
well as civic facilities owned or occupied by not-for-profit corporations.

PROGRAMS

The Agency operates business support and incentive programs, consistent with its powers and
mission statement, in the following areas:

= Financing - Tax-exempt private activity, 501(c)3 and exempt facility bonds; Taxable
Bonds; Quasi-Equity Fund participation

= Tax Management - Exemptions from mortgage recording and sales taxes, and payment-
in-lieu of tax agreements consistent with the policies of the Agency

= Training Support - Financial support for company specific, employee training and skills
assessment programs

= Project and Program Support - Sponsorship and contract management services on behalf
of companies for the New York state Multi Modal, Build Now- NY, and Industrial
Access and Environmental Investment grant and loan fund programs as well as the
federal Foreign Trade Zone program. Manage loans for the redevelopment of the
Hancock AirPark and the Friends of the Zoo projects

= Project Initiation — Design and implement technology park development (Clay Business
Park) and BIO - Tech programs; continue to develop Hancock AirPark
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OPERATIONS SUMMARY

A seven-member board governing the Agency consists of business and labor representatives,
appointed by the Onondaga County Legislature.

Operating funds are derived solely from fees paid by bond and straight lease transactions
and the interest earned on the Agency’s fund balance.

The Onondaga County Office of Economic Development administers the Agency through
a contract between the Agency and Onondaga County.

During the 2007-2008 Fiscal Year, the Agency conducted thirty public meetings. These
meetings included twelve regular board meetings, four special meetings, one annual
board meeting and thirteen public hearings.

An independent certified public accounting firm performs the annual financial audit of
the Agency. The report will be available at www.OnondagaCountylDA.org after October
1, 2008.

OPERATIONS REVIEW

In the year ending June 30, 2008, the Agency continued its vital role in assisting local companies
succeed and grow.

During the year, the Agency induced 16 straight lease and bond issuance projects and
approved nine companies for training assistance through the Agency’s Employee
Productivity Program.

Agency staff interacted with 441 local companies to review their growth plans. When
possible, staff designs business assistance packages for companies, in collaboration with
local economic development partners.

The Agency staff increased its role in business attraction marketing of the community to
outside consultants and companies by responding to twenty requests for proposals and
meeting with eighty decision makers or influencers.
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The principal action areas and achievements of the Agency for the year include the following:

Financing

Completed four tax-exempt bond transactions with a total value of $50,495,000 and 157
new jobs.

Completed twelve sale-leaseback transactions with a combined value of $56,666,465
preserving 1,826 existing jobs and projecting 493 new jobs.

Employment and Training

Approved nine applications to the Employee Productivity Program, providing $76,398 in
grant funds to train 211 employees. Training included Lean, Six Sigma, machine
operations, Training within Industry, and industrial software applications.

The Agency also recognizes the need for a larger -

ey Ul with the Central Upstate Regional Alliance, a twelve
creatwemggjjg county, public-private consortium, the Agency was
involved in the creation of the "Creative Core" branding
effort. The "Creative Core" brand is designed as both an
internal and external brand describing the region's unique strengths.

The Agency is an active member of the "Green Team", a public-private consortium focused on
capitalizing on the New York Center of Excellence in Syracuse. During the year the Battele
Memorial Institute issued a locally commissioned and Agency supported report on the “green”
industry and the region’s assets relative to the industry. The report identified 300 businesses
with growth and expansion potential. The Agency actively participates in the task force leading
the development and execution of a plan to attract those companies to the region.

The Agency and Onondaga County evenly split expenses for the business-attraction marketing
fund.

Business Retention

The Business Retention and Growth staff continues to manage the successful collaboration with
partner business service and retention professionals countywide, to ensure a comprehensive and
seamless delivery of business expansion services to Onondaga county companies. Continuing the
proactive outreach to companies initiated in 2004, the staff interacted with 441 companies this
fiscal year. The staff also enhanced the quality and depth of outreach services through several
new or improved initiatives including:

= In collaboration with the Greater Syracuse Chamber of Commerce, developed the Family
Business Center. Managed by the Chamber, the center will address the unique challenges
(and opportunities) experienced by family-owned businesses.

= In collaboration with the Greater Syracuse Business Development Corporation, created
new fund structure and marketing campaign for the Quasi Equity Fund program, a
mezzanine-financing tool for start-up and new to market businesses.

= Retention Team public outreach presentations with ED allies at local business and trade
shows, to promote the economic development services available to local companies
including the development of a “One-Stop” brochure used by business allies and Agency
staff to promote the business retention alliance countywide.

= Development of a *“One-Stop” web
resource for expanding businesses.
Includes the definitive list of economic
development resources listed by type e Gz
and provider, a glossary of terms and i
forms, a subscription based on-line
business library, and a dedicated,
simple email contact system.

0 Sponsored a $100,000 grant for the Armstrong Mold Company in the Town of
Manlius. The grant supported the acquisition of a new mechanical and thermal
reclamation system. The new equipment will allow the company to meet
production demands and also limit the amount of sand being transported to the
Salina Meadows landfill.

o Continued sponsorship of a $150,000 grant for the Matlow Company to be
used to pay a portion of the cost of an aluminum shredding system. The
Matlow Company operates a metals recycling and aluminum melting operation
in the Town of Geddes.

= Park Street Railroad Bridge/Ontrack. Continued as owner and recipient of New York
State funding for the Park Street Railroad Bridge that is part of the Ontrack project.

= Falcone Center WISE program. Co-sponsor of the Syracuse University Falcone Center
for Entrepreneurship - Women Igniting the Spirit of Entrepreneurship (WISE) program
and the Accelerate 2008 conference.
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=  Export NY Program. Sponsor of the program to assist companies with their preparation
of international business plans. The nationally recognized program has trained seventy
companies over the last ten years.

= Quasi-Equity Fund Program. Increased financial commitment to support a new
marketing campaign and increased loan amounts for Fund program, a mezzanine-
financing tool of the Greater Syracuse Business Development Corporation (GSBDC) for
start-up and new to market businesses.

Special Projects

= Convention Center Hotel. In downtown Syracuse, the County assembled a 2.4-acre
parcel adjacent to the County-owned Convention Center for the development of a first-
class Convention Center Hotel suitable for attracting national conventions. The Agency
staff continued to work with County Officials and the developer to complete the project-
financing package.

= Cornell University Link Program. In 2006, Onondaga County Office of Economic
Development was invited by Cornell University to participate in its Cornell Link Project.
The program, initially funded by the federal Economic Development Administration,
offers Cornell talent and resources to help the local economic development community
design creative solutions to business growth and workforce challenges.

o To date the project has yielded successful alliances between the Cornell
purchasing professionals and local businesses, a $500,000 pilot program to
teach contextual ESL to entry-level employees of manufacturing and health
care industries (the result of a Cornell “Bridging the Gap” analysis) and a soon
to be released study of worker transportation challenges.

= Foreign Trade Zone. Collaborated with Mohawk Global Logistics and Mohawk Valley
EDGE on a successful seminar designed to introduce businesses to the international trade
resources available locally. This seminar focused on logistical benefits of the CNY
region, the economic development programs and incentives available for international
trade, including the Foreign Trade Zone program. Retained a consultant to assist with the
marketing and administration of the Foreign Trade Zone.

= Family Business Center. Initiating sponsor for the Greater Syracuse Chamber of
Commerce Family Business Center, a center addressing the unique challenges of large
and small family-owned businesses.

= Statewide marketing. Cooperatively marketed special events, with Empire State
Development and the New York State Economic Development Council, at the BIO 2008
Trade Show, IAMC semi-annual meeting (Industrial Asset Management Council), and
CoreNet Global’s semi-annual meeting.
